As we make this move plan 
on being flexible as the 
space will be changing 
around us (i.e. walls being 
taken out, rooms being set 
up etc).

Prayer, fellowship, evangel-
ism, and discipleship. As a 
cell/house church we have 
decided to focus on one of 
these areas each Tuesday 
that we meet.   (4 elements, 4 
Tuesdays in a 
month...brilliant huh?) 

We have also started a 
prayer chain where everyone 
gets called once in the day to 
be prayed for by someone 
else in the cell/house church.
